Chief Engineer of Zones are to change the brand in the condition for cement depending upon 

availability in local market. If needed.  Instruction in this respect can be issued by them at regular intervals.  
  
The name of cement manufactures should be finalized after taking into consideration the suggestion of 

contractors during a perbid meeting 
 
For smaller value works, where perbid meeting is not necessary, the NIT approving authority shall have 

to specify the approved names.  
 
 Similar conditions for cement of other types like slag cement etc. may be incorporated wherever 

required by the NIT approving authority by providing for relevant BIS codes, suitable brands of cement and 
technical circulars issued by the department.
