contractor where as required to be done for energisation of the installation and nothing 
extra shall be paid on this account.

board shall be done using/lugs/ferrules only & nothing extra shall be paid on this

and neat appearance. Bad workmanship will not be accepted and defects shall be 
rectified at contractor’s cost to the satisfaction of the Engineer-in-charge.

21.      Watch and ward of the material upto commissioning and final handing over to  
     department will be the responsibility of the firm. Nothing extra shall be paid.
