deposited with the tender, and the amount of the security   deposit to be deposited by the successful 
tender and the percentages, to be deducted from bill s copies of the Specifications and any other 
documents required in connection with the work, signed for the purpose of identification by the 
Executive Engineer shall also be open for inspection by the contractor of the office of the Executive 
Engineer 

 
3.  Receipts for payment made to a firm, must also be signed by the several partners except where the 

contractors  are described in their tender is a firm, which case the receipt must be signed in the name 
of the firm by one of the partners, or by some other person having authority to give effectual 
receipts for the firm. 

 
4.  Any person who submits a tender shall fill up the schedule of quantities stating at what rate he is
